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TPOINTS OF INTEREST

ALCOVA

Independence Rock State Historic Site, 25 miles west of Alcova on
SR 220, is a well-known landmark on the Sweetwater River. Called “The
Great Register of the Desert,” it is a 193 foot high granite boulder with
a base that covers more than 27 acres. Visitors can explore the dome
shaped rock, mulling over the hundreds of names carved by past travel-
ers along the Oregon Trail.

Cheyenne Frontier Days™ Old West Muesum, next to Frontier Park on
North Carey Avenue, has Western memorabilia dating from 1897.

Curt Gowdy State Park is 24 miles west of Cheyenne.
Histoic Governor’'s Mansion State Historic Site

Laramie County Library, named one of the top 10 destination libraries in
the country by USA Today, our building has received acclaim and awards.
A true destination for many tourists and others outside the community.

State Capitol in Cheyenne is on Capitol Avenue between 24th and
25th. This neoclassic sandstone building, with a golden dome 50 feet in
diameter is architecturally uncommon for the region.

FORT LARAMIE
Fort Laramie National Historic Site covers 832 acres 3 miles southwest
of the town of Fort Laramie.

GUERNSEY
Guernsey State Park, off Highway 26.

Oregon Trail Ruts State Historic Site, in Guernsey, jct. U.S. 26 is 1
mile south on S. Wyoming Avenue. See the well preserved examples
of mid-19th-century pioneer trails. Some ruts are five to six feet deep.
Self-guiding trails provide information of the site.

Register Cliff State Historic Slte is 3 miles south on South Wyoming
Avenue off jct. U.S. 26. Here is a 100 foot cliff with the carved names
of thousands of pioneers who journeyed past this point. Many of these
inscriptions were made from 1840-1860. A walkway is at the base of
the cliff.

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KEELINE
Spanish Diggings, located south of Keeline, was discovered in the 1870s
by cowboys and misnamed because they thought the Spaniards had dug
for gold here. Scientists have declared the area a prehistoric site, prob-
ably 10-15,000 years old.

LARAMIE
Abraham Lincoln Memorial Monument, in Laramie, is 10 miles southeast
on 1-80 at the edge of the rest area. This monument marks the highest
point on the transcontinental route at the summit off 1-80 near Sherman
Hill. The monument stands 48.5 feet tall.

Ames Monument, in Laramie, is 17 miles southeast on 1-80 then two
miles south on Ames Road. This 60 foot pyramid is made of granite
and honors Oliver and Oakes Ames, the two promoters of the transcon-
tinental railroad.

Laramie Plains Museum, at 603 Ivinson Avenue, in Laramie, is the re-
stored Victorian mansion of Edward Ivinson, one of the city’s original
settlers. Guided tours are offered.

University of Wyoming
Vedauwoo Area, 17 miles south east of Laramie via I-80.

Wyoming Territorial Prison State Historic Site, located at 975 Snowy
Range Road in Laramie.

Jay EIm Historic Site, located 24 miles north of Lingle off U.S.
Highway 85.

Western History Center, located five miles west of Lingle on High-
way 26.

LUSK
Fort Hat Creek Stage Station is 15 miles northeast of Lusk off US High-
way 18-85, on the banks of Sage Creek. The fort also known as Camp
Hat Creek, was built by the Army in 1875, under the leadership of Captain
James Egin on the banks of Sage Creek.

Indian Creek Stage Station, located some 15 miles north and 15
miles east of Lusk. This was a regular meal and telegraph station
in 1876.

Legend of Rawhide Pageant was first presented in 1946 and in 1986
the pageant was part of the Lusk Centennial celebration. This pageant
is based on a story of a man being skinned alive by Native Americans.
It first appeared Feb. 2, 1850, in the Lacon, IL “Gazette” to discourage
people from going west and was later retracted, but by that time the
myth had spread. The name of the victim differs from locality to locality.

Lightning Creek Indian Battle Took place Oct. 31, 1903, approximately
50 miles northwest of Lusk. It was the last armed engagement between
the Sioux and the white men.

Robbers Roost Stage Station, 50 miles north of Lusk was established
in 1877 and was located between the Cheyenne River and Robber’s
Roost Creek. Here steep banks lined with juniper and brush provided
ideal concealment for outlaws to ambush the stages. It was burned in
1886 and never rebuilt.

Silver Cliff, approximately one mile from Lusk. This is the site where silver
and copper mining were carried out from 1880 until 1898. A large stamp
mill on Mining Hill was operated here from 1884 to 1898. In 1885 a tent
town of about 200 people was established, but they all moved to Lusk to
be close to the railroad in 1886.

Texas Trail Monument, 3 miles east of Lusk was dedicated in August
of 1940 to mark the wide trail over which thousands of head of cattle
passed on their way from Texas to summer ranges in the north from
1876 until 1897.
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MEDICINE BOW
Como Bluff Fossil Cabin in Medicine Bow, 7 miles east on U.S. 30, is
constructed entirely of dinosaur bones.

Medicine Bow Museum in Medicine Bow, on U.S. 30, is across from the
Virginian Hotel. The museum is located in a 1913 railroad depot. See
exhibits depicting the history of Medicine Bow. A restored caboose and
Owen Wister’s cabin are on the grounds. Donations. Open Memorial
Day - Labor Day.

NIOBRARA COUNTY
Niobrara River was in a government treaty with the Pawnee Indians in
1853. It is also known as Running Water. The flags of Spain, France
and the United States have flown over this river and county.

PINE BLUFFS
Historic Archeological Dig Site, located adjacent to 1-80, is the site of
American Indian and prehistoric artifacts dating back 8,000 years.

Texas Trail Museum

Our Lady of Peace Shrine, located off Old Highway 30, is among the
largest Virgin Mary statues in the US at 180 tons and 5 stories high.

RAWLINS
Carbon County Museum is in Rawlins at 9th and Walnut.
Phone (307) 328-2740.

Fort Fred Steele State Historic Site. On the North Platte River, off
Interstate 80 east of Rawlins.

Seminole State Park is located near Rawlins.
Wyoming Frontier Prison

SARATOGA
Saratoga Mineral Hot Springs, located behind the municipal swimming
pool, open 24/7 and free to the public.

Saratoga Museum
Saratoga National Fish Hatchery is north of Saratoga.

SAVERY
Little Snake River Valley Museum located one block north of Highway
70 in Savery. The Museum has nine buildings that serve as home for
many historical displays important to the Little Snake River area and the
region. Jim Baker, early mountain man’s cabin is on the grounds. It is
open daily from Memorial Day through late October. Free.
Phone (307) 383-7262.

TORRINGTON
Goshen County Fairgrounds

Hawk Springs State Recreation Area, located in the southeastern corner
of the state off Highway 85.

Homesteaders Museum - experience the “homestead life” as it was
lived on the barren prairies of southeastern Wyoming in Goshen County.
Located one mile north of the historic Oregon Trail in the Old Union Pacific
Depot, built in 1925.

WHEATLAND
Sybille Research Center on Wyoming Hwy. 34 between Bosler and
Wheatland is home to the Wyoming Game & Fish Department’s black-
footed ferret program. It has a visitors center, wildlife viewing area, short
nature walk and picnic tables.

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The Wyoming Jackalope - Myth or Reality?

The story goes that the very first jackalope was created by a
Douglas taxidermist. But is that reality or myth? You see, if the
first jackalope came from the inspiration of an animal stuffer, how
come the animals have been known to sing harmony with cow-
boys riding the range? And why is there now an annual hunting
season on the critters? Did they take on a real life after creation
like Alice’s friends in Wonderland?

Admittedly the Jackalope Capital of Wyoming (possibly the
world) is Douglas where you will find all kinds of the curious
critters, including an eight-footer at Jackalope Square. Doug-
las Herrick crossed the first jackrabbit with a deer (later some
of the animals were crossed with antelope giving it the distinc-
tive name) creating the jackalope, a creature that has literally
bounced its way from Douglas to Dubois and into the hearts of
people around the world.

After hunting some jackrabbits with his brother, Douglas Her-
rick tossed one animal into the shop where they did some taxi-
dermy work, a skill they had learned as teenagers through a
mail-order course. The rabbit landed near a pair of mule deer
horns and inspiration hit Herrick, who had soon mounted the
crossbred critter.

Roy Ball placed a 10 spot on the counter and bought that first
Herrick jackalope, displaying it for years in the Labonte Hotel in
Douglas until thieves swiped it in 1977. The town that gave birth
to the hybrid buck with big feet soon had them everywhere. They
graced business shelves, the sides of fire trucks, park benches,
and an eight-footer stood watch in an island along a town street
until a pickup tried to run it over. But a new larger-than-life size
replica was soon placed in Jackalope Square in the center of
Douglas, where it stands to this day. An even bigger version, a
10-footer, is on a hillside adjacent to 1-25 north of the city and a
new 14-footer has just arrived in the city.

Every summer the city hosts Jackalope Days and there are
warning signs throughout town: “Watch out for the jackalope.”

Reportedly some peo-
ple believed that meant
the animals had a pro-
pensity to attack when
threatened, although
there are no docu-
mented jack attacks.

The jackalopes mul-
tiplied so rapidly, obvi-
ously reflecting their
rabbitbreeding, thatthe
state opened a hunt-
ing season. Licenses
are available from the
Douglas Chamber of
Commerce. If you are
unsuccessful on the
hunt (the season is
from midnight to 2 a.m.
each June 31), don't
despair, you can find a
can of jackalope milk at
stores so the family won’t go hungry.

If you keep your eye peeled as you travel west from Doug-
las, you might see jackalopes in the wild (I said might!). In
some areas of the state, cowboys camped out on the range
have reported hearing the animals sing harmony with them
(this usually occurs only after the cowboys have emptied their
whiskey bottles).

The best place for you to search for a jackalope in the wild
is in wide open country where there aren't a lot of other distrac-
tions. | recommend driving 1-25 to Casper, U.S. 20/26 to Sho-
shoni, then crossing onto the Wind River Indian Reservation and
continuing to follow U.S. 26 to Riverton and Dubois.

If you don’t spot a jackalope on the drive, don't feel too bad.
They are elusive. Unsuccessful jackalope hunters will say
there is simply nothing out there. But don’t despair because
you will definitely see a jackalope when you get to Dubois. He
is big and pink and stands in front of the Country Store, home
of the Jacklope Museum. Inside is possibly the world’s largest,
most docile long-eared jackalope in existence. Get ready to
ride cowboy — this fine animal is saddled and just waiting for
you to climb aboard.

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Traveling Safedy 7ips

» Whether you're going 50 miles or 5,000 miles, always leave an itinerary with someone you know
well and trust.
« If you are traveling by car or RV, always service / inspect your vehicle or have it inspected by a
qualified mechanic. Don't get stuck needing repairs or maintenance while on the road.
At a minimum this inspection should include:
Engine fluids
Overall running and operational condition
Transmission and drive train operation and fluid levels
Tire tread, wear, and air pressure. Don't forget the spare.
Lights and signals
Horn
Windshield wipers
Glass and mirrors
Take a list of any medications you are taking, and your physicians contact information.
Don't forget allergy medications, and if you wear medical bracelets or necklaces, put them on.
Cell phone and charger.
Phone number list or phone book.
Always have a roadside emergency kit in your vehicle when traveling.
At a minimum this should include:
Flashlight
Basic tools
Jumper cables
High-visibility vest
Tire chains in the winter
Reflective triangles or flares (Flares can be dangerous, and cause fires)
Gloves
Blanket
Always carry a First Aid Kit.
Carry a 2 %2 Ib. or larger fire extinguisher (ABC Classification) and know how to use it.
Your clothing should be appropriate for the weather conditions. If you're traveling in adverse
weather conditions, be prepared for the worst case scenario.
Have a detailed map.
Travel with your lights on.
» Always wear your safety restraints, and make sure your passengers do as well.

If you should breakdown

» Get off the road, as far as the road’s edge and safety permits.

e Turn on your four-way flashers.

* It's usually safest to remain in your vehicle. If you must get out, stay back, away from the shoulder
of the road and the traffic.

» Wear your high-visibility vest when changing tires, and have a flashlight out to make you more
visible at night.

* Put out the reflective triangle.
